Message 11

· This message was not just about sex. We often engage in sin, justifying it by saying, “I’m not hurting anyone.” But who do we hurt? Make a list.

· When we say “we are not hurting anyone,” who are we really thinking about? Explain.

· Wormwood says he is amazed at “how easily human beings can decide that whatever sin they are committing is harmless and that no one need ever know.” Yet, who knows? What are the effects of this?

Message 12

· Comment: I like to call this chapter “The Dangers of the Internet”

· What is the danger of an Internet discussion group?

· What is the danger of e-mail?

· What is “e-rage”?

· What is the difference between doubt and skepticism?

· Wormwood seems to say that humans think they are being intelligent or intellectual when they are sarcastic or skeptical. What does he mean? Can you think of some examples?

· In the last paragraph of the message, Wormwood encourages Greasebeak to use something “good-sounding” as a temptation. Can you think of a time when this happened to you?
